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Primary Care Managers diagnose and treat endodontic cases that are within the scope of their training and experience.  Consultation is recommended where the status of the pulp, the restorability, the periodontal status, or the strategic value of the tooth is questionable.    The tooth must be sufficiently restored to permit isolation and prevent leakage prior to initiating root canal treatment. The patient must be informed of the attendant risks. The patient should demonstrate motivation to control dental disease.
