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COURSE II, PHASE 3

REQUIREMENTS AND CRITERIA

Definitions:

Complex amalgam restoration:  Any amalgam restoration in which 4 or more confluent surfaces are restored, or any amalgam restoration in which one or more cusps are restored.  

Complex composite restoration:  Any class IV restoration (involves incisal angle).  

REQUIREMENTS FOR THE SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION OF 

COURSE II, PHASE 3

1. The EFDA student must actively participate in Course II, Phase 3 for a minimum of 5 months from the date of completion of Course II, Phase 2.  A student may be retained in Course II, Phase 3 for up to 8 months if the Designated Trainer (DT) declares that:

a. The student is making progress in achieving the qualitative and quantitative requirements of Course II, Phase 3. 

b. The student clearly possesses the potential to achieve the minimum standards.

     If at any time during Course II, Phase 3 the DT identifies a student  

                 who is having significant  problems achieving acceptable progress,  the  DT 

                 must take the following actions:

a.       Written notice must be provided to the student which includes a 

            written plan of remediation (training designed to address specific 

            deficiencies ). 

b.        The student must be informed in writing that failure to successfully 

             complete the remediation plan will result in separation from the 

             EFDA training program.

c.           Hard copy of the above must be retained in file maintained by    

                                the DENTAC.  

d.           The deficiency must be reflected in the Monthly report, and the DT  

              must acknowledge that the above steps of remediation have been 

              implemented. 

2. Monthly, the DT must submit the EFDA Course II, Phase 3 Monthly Progress Report to the Department of Dental Science ( Mr. Ronald Mason)  as an email attachment, not later than the 7th day of the following month.  

3. The EFDA must complete at least 100 restorations within six months, as specified below, which are deemed satisfactory by the trainer.  

a. Amalgam:  75 complex amalgam restorations, as defined above. 

b.
      Composite: 25 complex composite restorations, as defined above.  

NOTE:  If the training site cannot provide opportunity for the student to perform the required complex restorations in direct patient care, the requirement may be met via use of extracted, natural teeth mounted in stone.  The designated trainer is tasked with the responsibility of providing adequate opportunity for the student to accomplish the requirement, including the procurement and preparation of extracted teeth.  Effort should be made to simulate the restorative challenges posed in direct care if possible, such as establishment of proximal and occlusal contact areas.  

4. Completion of at least 100 oral prophylaxes within six months, which are deemed satisfactory by the trainer(s).  Patient selection should be limited to those who have PSR scores no greater than 2. 

5. Documentation of the successful completion of complex restorations and prophylaxes must be recorded in the Treatment Log.  Hard copies of the Treatment Log and Monthly Progress Reports should be maintained in file by DENTAC.  

6. The DT may recommend promotion when:

a. The EFDA has participated in Course II, Phase 3 for at least 5 months. 

b. The EFDA has completed the minimum number of restorations and prophylaxes as described above. 

c. The DT can attest that the EFDA has attained clinical proficiency and possesses the skill sets commensurate with GS 6.  

7. Procedure for recommendation: 

a. Complete the Request for Promotion document, and mail a hard copy of this document only to the Department of Dental Science. 

b. Hard copies of Monthly Progress Reports and Treatment Logs should be maintained in file by DENTAC. 

c. Promotion to GS 6 is effective on the first pay period of the 7th month following completion of Course II, Phase 2.
