EFDA Course II Phase I

***Distance Learning:  Course II, Phase 1.   The EFDA student will access (from DENCOM website) study material on complex restorative procedures, such as class IV composites and multi-surface amalgams, and information on providing hygiene care.  The material contained within this phase is quite voluminous, somewhat challenging, and may require significant time and effort to learn.   The student is expected to become thoroughly familiar with this material prior to arrival at Course II, Phase 2, and we urge students to begin their study well in advance.

 Study Material:  Each topic of study will have a folder of it’s own under the EFDA II Distant Learning (DL) Packet.  Each folder contains three different files; the First file is a word document that contains very detailed information on the subject. The Second file is a Power Point Presentation that is a simplified version of the topic and emphasizes the main points of the subject. The Third file within the folder is a practice examination. The practice examination will come directly from the objectives, which are included on the first two files, the word document & the Power Point Presentation. The practice examination will test the individual’s comprehension on the information given in each folder. Hint: The student should thoroughly study the word document (First file), and then review the Power Point presentation before taking the practice examination.  This is advantageous for the student since the final comprehensive examination that is given at Fort Sam Houston will come directly from the same objectives and material that is in the DL packet.
