Other Procurement, Defense (OPD)

Budget Call for Initial Outfitting Equipment

1.  The purpose of this budget call is to provide you with information on funding for equipment associated with facility construction and renewal projects.  The U.S. Army Medical Command (MEDCOM) Major Repair/Minor Construction Staff Review Board will review this information to determine an equitable distribution of resources and to suggest alternative courses of action for unfunded requirements.

2.  Requirements must meet certain criteria to qualify for initial outfitting funds.

      a.  Only HFPA can determine if a project is medical MILCON or renewal and therefore eligible for initial outfitting funds.  

      b.  Valid requirements are attributable to a construction or renewal project.  In order for a requirement to be funded by initial outfitting funds there must be direct correlation between the requirement and the construction or renewal project.  If the requirement is for other than the construction or renewal project it is not eligible for initial outfitting funds.

      c.  Initial outfitting funds are released based on the scope of the project.  An equipment acquisition that can be accomplished with Other Procurement, Defense (OPD) funding, MILCON funding or initial outfitting equipment funds are not eligible for site prep funding (see SB 8-75 MEDCASE).  Separate (BLIC NF) OPD funding is not provided in support of life safety upgrades, renovations, renewals, or electrical/mechanical upgrade projects.  Separate funding, OPD and/or OMD are not provided for internal renovation projects.  If your activity chooses to use core funding to renovate an area, you must use your core funds to outfit it.  If OP requirements exist for internal renovation or renewal, routine BLIC UR MEDCASE requirements must be submitted following normal MEDCASE procedures.  Beginning in FY 04 the threshold for OP will be $250K and above.

      d.  The OMD funds identified on attachment 1 are the maximum amount of OMD funds you can expect to receive for your project in FY 04.  Funding is possible for the outyears, if your project covers multiple years.  You must manage to budget.  If you feel that enough funds were not budgeted for your project please contact the ODCSLOG POC by providing a copy of the equipment summary list and written justification.  A funding determination will be made in conjunction with HFPA.  

      e.  The initial outfitting funds will be available until the end of the fiscal year that FOD occurs. 
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      f.  The HFPA will provide the Medical Facility Room Contents List (MFRCL) to Chiefs of Logistics as soon as they are available.  The POC at HFPA is Brian Helms at (703) 681-8242.

      g.  Site preparation funds are not available for renewal or medical MILCON projects.  Include costs of installation, training, and minimal (30 days) startup supplies in your equipment planning.

      h.  The MEDCASE requirements (DA5027 and 5028) will be required before OPD funding can be released. 

      i.  Maximum reuse of existing equipment assets is highly encouraged.  If an equipment item has 2 years or more of life expectancy remaining at the time of BOD, you must move the item.
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
